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Kruhy / Béra Présilova

Béra Prasilové vo svojej sugestivnej fotografickej tvorbe pozyva divakov k meditativnemu skiimaniu cyklickej
povahy Zivota. Prostrednictvom objektivu, ktorym vyvazuje rukopis a zvoleny motiv, vytvara Prasilova vizualny
pribeh, ktory nabada k zamysleniu sa nad nasimi spolo¢nymi skisenostami a zloZitymi vzorcami, ktoré ich formuju.

Prasilova si uz niekolko rokov drzi velmi konstantny vizualny jazyk a zarover aj velmi konstantnu
Uroven kvality, ¢o dokazuje aj mnozstvo prestiznych fotografickych oceneni. Malokedy v jej tvorbe
najdeme nieco, ¢o by vybocovalo z precizneho,
nou stanoveného Standardu, od velmi premy-
slenych napadov az po silnu postprodukciu.
Présilova ma zmysel pre nadsadzku, ¢o niekedy
posobi az prekvapivo, ked si uvedomime, v akom
silnom kontraste je tato vlastnost s pedantnostou
spracovania jej fotografil.

Ked sa recipient ponori hlbsie do projektu Circles,
zacne odhalovat nuansy ukryté v kazdom zabere.
Prasilove] praca presahuje hranice obycajného

pozorovania; stava sa akousi sondou do vzajomnej
prepojenosti vSetkych bytosti a opakujucich sa
rytmov, ktoré riadia nasu existenciu. Vystava fotografif
navstevnika privadza do priepasti medzi realnym
a fiktivnym, miestami otvéra aZ surredlny svet. Divék
tak unikd racionalnym faktom a logickym Usudkom
a tuzi sa na moment zacyklit v scenéridch detskej
fantdzie. Predstavivost autorka pretavila aj v jej
priznacnej farebnosti fotografii, vynika tak ich Cistota
a harménia koloritu ako v dennom zasneni.

Formy kruhov, ktoré sa objavuju v celej sérii, slizZia
ako silné metafory. Pripominaju prirodné cykly,
priliv a odliv ludskych emaocif a etapy nasich Zivotnych
ciest. Kazda fotografia prindsa klicovy moment
a ponuka divékovi, aby sa zamyslel nad vlastnymi
skusenostami a zdanlivo nekonec¢nymi sluc¢kami, ktoré formuju nasu identitu. Prasilovej premyslené
kompozicie a pozornost venovana detailom povysujl tieto okamihy z beznych na vynimocné, ¢im sa
akt nazerania na dielo meni na intimne stretnutie. Projekt Circles vyvoldva pocit celistvosti a nuti nas
uvazovat o tom, ako st nase osobné pribehy zasadené do sirSieho kontextu kolektivneho bytia.

V kazdom kruhu sa skryva pribeh, ktory cakd na vyrozpravanie. Préasilovej pocin presahuje svoje
vizualne médium a stava sa filozofickym badanim o povahe samotnej existencie. Tento fotograficky
subor presahuje rémec jednoduchého zobrazenia a ponuka hlboky komentar k periodicite Zivota
a vzadjomnej prepojenosti vietkych veci.

Circles / Bara Prasilova

In her evocative photographic work, Bara Prasilova invites viewers to a meditative exploration of the cyclical
nature of life. Through a lens that balances technique and chosen motif, Prasilova creates a visual narrative
that encourages reflection on our shared experiences and the complex patterns that shape them.

For several years now, Prasilova has maintained a remarkably consistent visual language and an equally
high standard of quality, as evidenced by numerous prestigious photography awards. Rarely does anything
in her work deviate from the meticulously established
standards she sets, from carefully conceived ideas
to strong post-production. Prasilova has a sense
of exaggeration that can sometimes be surprising,
given the stark contrast between this quality and
the meticulousness of her photographic processing.

As the recipient delves deeper into the “Circles” project,
they begin to uncover the nuances hidden within each
image. Prasilova’s work goes beyond mere observation;
it becomes a probe into the interconnectedness
of all beings and the recurring rhythms that govern our
existence. The photographic exhibition transports the
visitor to the precipice between the real and the fictional,
at times opening up a surreal world. The viewer, thus,
escapes rational facts and logical reasoning, yearning
to momentarily become entangled in the scenarios
reminiscent of childhood fantasy. The artist has also
translated her imagination into the characteristic
colors of her photographs, highlighting their purity and
harmonious color scheme, as in a daydream.

The forms of circles that appear throughout the series
serve as powerful metaphors. They evoke natural cycles,
the ebb and flow of human emotions, and the stages of
our life journeys. Each photograph presents a pivotal
moment and invites the viewer to reflect on their own
experiences and the seemingly endless loops that shape their identity. Prasilovéd’s thoughtful compositions
and attention to detail elevate these moments from the ordinary to the extraordinary, transforming the act
of viewing the work into an intimate encounter. The “Circles” project evokes a sense of wholeness and compels
us to consider how our personal narratives are embedded within the broader context of collective being.

In each circle there is a story waiting to be told. Prasilova’s work transcends its visual medium and becomes
a philosophical exploration of the nature of existence itself. This photographic series goes beyond simple
representation and offers a profound commentary on the periodicity of life and the interconnectedness
of all things.
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
